SPORTS FACILITIES

Training and competition will be held in His Majesty the King's 80th Birthday Anniversary, 5
December 2007, Sports Complex purpose built for the 2007 Southeast Asian Games and
more recently the 2023 & 2024 World Abilitysport Games.

TRANSPORT

Transfers to and from Bangkok airport (Suvarnabhumi) will be provided on the arrival and
departure days detailed on the schedule. Smaller teams will be transported together with others
arriving at similar times, therefore you may be required to wait prior to departure to the hotels.

Airport transfers will be arranged based solely on the information provided. It is the responsibility
of the teams to ensure the arrival and departure information given is correct and provided in
accordance with deadlines. Teams that have not provided their flight details by the deadline
date will be required to organise their own airport transfers at their own additional cost.

Shuttle transport will be provided daily for teams to travel between the hotels and sport venues.
Both shuttle and airport transport is included in the inclusive day rate.



THE HOTEL

Kantary Hotel & Serviced Apartments

Rooftop swimming pool | Fitness centre | Sauna & Steam Room | Free Wifi | 3 Resturants
Distance from the hotel to the sport venue: 6.1 km (10 minutes)
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The Kantary Hotel will accommodate all teams until capacity is reached on a first come,
first served basis. A secondary hotel will be confirmed should this be required.



MEDICAL PROVISIONS

Suranaree University of Technology Hospital is located within the area of Suranaree University of
Technology and is 10 km from the 80th Birthday Sports Complex.

Bangkok Hospital Ratchasima, a private hospital is 4.4 km from Terminal 21 Korat, 10 km from Central
Nakhon Ratchsima and 12 km from the 80th Birthday Sports Complex.

Saint Mary's Hospital, a private hospital is 200m from Terminal 21 Korat, 5 km from Central Nakhon
Ratchsima and 15 km from the 80th Birthday Sports Complex.

An ambulance will be present to provide onsite medical attention, if required, throughout the Games.

CLASSIFICATION

World Abilitysport understands the importance of classification opportunities for our Members.

Classification was requested in all sports and has been confirmed in shooting Para sport and Para fencing.
World Para athletics did not approve the hosting of international classification but World Abilitysport will
be working with WPA to host national classification as verification of classes.

Classification assessments must be requested and scheduled directly with the International Federation,
following their application procedures, as normal.

Classification slots are determined by the IF. World Abilitysport and the LOC have no control over athletes
selected for classification or the appointment slot provided. World Abilitysport will share the classification
schedules immediately upon receipt.

Athletes with classification booked must arrive at least the day before their scheduled slot.

ATHLETE REPLACEMENT

Nations can replace/substitute athletes of the same gender, class and event for those that have had to
withdraw for any reason up to two weeks (6/11/2025) before the start of the Games.

World Abilitysport and/or the Technical Delegates reserve the right to refuse any substitution or
replacement after this time.

ATHLETE LICENCING

For purposes of rankings, records and qualification for future events, athletes competing in Para athletics
and shooting Para sport must have a valid, current, fixed date review or confirmed international
classification to be eligible to have their results recognised by the respective IFs. However, please note, it
is not a requirement to have an athlete license or international classification to compete at the Games in
these sports.

For the World Para Fencing World Cup, an athlete licence is mandatory to compete.



ANTI-DOPING

The World Abilitysport Anti-Doping Code, in compliance with the World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA) Code,
will apply to all sports. Athletes can be tested at any time, during or out of competition.

ACCREDITATIONS

A recent passport sized photo, with a clear, light coloured background of all team members must be
emailed to the LOC with the logistics spreadsheet in a zip file. Please can you ensure all photos are
saved with first name, surname, sport & position. (i.e SMITH, Anne. Athletics. Coach)

Accreditations will be available upon arrival to the Games.

VISAS

Please check with your local Embassy or High Commission to see what the visa requirements are for
entering Thailand.

It is the responsibility of the teams to manage their own visa requirements and ensure the application
process is started in good time to allow visas to be issued.

Requests for visa invitation letters should be sent to the Local Organising Committee on
events@spadtthailand.com and must include all passport information and a copy of the photo page of
each passport.

Visa invitation letters will not be issued until registration fees are received in full.

INSURANCE

Teams must provide insurance for their own accident and liability. World Abilitysport accepts no liability
and assumes no responsibility for loss or theft of materials or personal belongings during the Games.

All participants have the duty to observe safety regulations and other rules of the facilities provided.

All teams are required to sign and return the waiver provided prior to the start of the Games.
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ENTRY PROCESS & KEY DATES

Sport entries must be managed on the World Abilitysport - Sport Management System (WA-SMS) for
Para athletics and shooting Para sport. Para fencing sport entries must be managed via Ophardt as
per normal processes and the sport specific payment conditions can be found in the Ophardt

invitation.

Under no circumstance will sport entries received via email or communicated outside of the WA-

SMS/Ophardt be accepted.

Accommodation and arrival/departure information for all sports must be completed in the supplied
spreadsheet when entries open and returned to the LOC and games team with accreditation photos

attached.
